Opening Prayer

Christ at the Center: Faith Formation Matthew 3:13-17. Reflection: How in
my daily life do I, as a baptized Christian, share in the ministry of Jesus?

In baptism we get the grace to witness our faith by our words and our actions. That’s
how we share in the ministry.

As a parent, it’s easy to see how important it is to minister to our children, It should be as
routine as breathing; in every action, every word. But it isn’t always like that. Whenin a
long line, like at the store...and I wear my crucifix...] wonder what the cashier would
think of me if I’'m crabby.

I go to church everyday at lunch. And sometimes my coworkers will ask me to pray for
them, or light a candle. I invite them to join me; sometimes they will. It’s not about me,
it’s about Jesus Christ.

This past Advent and Christmas I have been thinking how hard it is to be a
Catholic...Jesus, born of a Virgin, in a manger, betrayed by a friend, on a cross with only
three people left for him. .. to rise again. The whole sequence of learning and believing,
and passing on to your kids.

I think this question has a trap. The first thing you think of is what he did..walking on
water, loaves and fishes....But it’s not all that stuff; it’s the day to day living. It’s the
fundamental stuff....the 1* reading from Isaiah this Sunday speaks to this.

What I have tried to do recently is to have a more disciplined prayer life. And I have
found it to be powerful. The ministry of Jesus is the ministry of the common man, not
the ministry of the elite. Even when you feel cynical about what you see, you have to
look past that.

I take ministry to be “purpose.” To let other people know about Jesus and how he has
saved us.
